Webpages – General Comments

Content, Design, and Navigation:

1. Remember that the most important element of any website is content. 
2. The design elements you add to a webpage (e.g., bullets, backgrounds, visuals, animation) should be functional and minimal.

3. Your website should have clear navigation links; if visitors are on any page in your site, they should be able to return to the homepage or get to other pages related to the page they’re at.

4. Use “white space.” That is, the areas you fill are just as important as the areas you don’t. A webpage should not just have a few items floating randomly on a page nor should it be so crammed with text that it’s intimidating and difficult to read.

5. Preview and test your page on other monitor sizes and other browser. Try to design your website so that it looks reasonably respectable for most of your audience.

6. Update your page frequently. Websites where the information is limited and never changes are referred to as cobwebs.

7. Remember your audience. It might be very clear to you why you’re designing a website but your audience should have some sort of introduction.
